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Azad University (IR) in Oxford has designed this two day event to combine a programme of research training 

workshops with the annual student conference. We hope to give our postgraduate research students an 

opportunity to present their work before a panel of academic specialists and fellow students and to have the 

benefit of professional feedback. Students are given 15 minutes each to present their work, followed by a 15 

minute feedback and question and answer segment. We ask that everyone keep to that time. This is 

important, not only for our event scheduling, but also for emphasising a disciplined approach to the 

presentation of research. 

The workshop element of this event has been designed to facilitate research progress and give guidance on 

the way forward after the PhD is finished. We have structured the workshops so that students will have a 

chance to put their particular research issues before a panel of experts and get guidance on specific areas of 

the PhD process. We have put a particular emphasis on academic publishing in the UK as this is an area where 

we would like to encourage our students most strongly.  

A note about the student group structure 

The Workshop and Annual Postgraduate Conference has, by necessity, included a large number of students 

whose PhD research areas represent a broad range of specialised topics.  

PhD research is highly complex and tightly focused on particular questions and issues.  It would be entirely 

unrealistic for anyone to expect the sessions, moderators and speakers we have arranged to cater specifically 

to every research topic of each of our students.  The point of this conference is to give our students a chance 

to present their research in an academic setting and get feedback from professionals.  It is not our objective to 

provide students with the kind of close supervision provided by our partner universities. This is a conference, 

and, therefore, a chance for students to meet with other academics, talk about their work and broaden their 

understanding of British academia. This conference is not an opportunity for extra supervision. It is the 

responsibility of our students to maintain their relationships with their partner university supervisors so that 

their needs in specific PhD research supervision are met. 

In order to facilitate the conference and workshops we have divided our postgraduate students into 4 groups. 

As far as possible we have structured these groups around particular fields. For instance, Group 1 is comprised 

only of students in engineering; while Group 2 is comprised mostly of students in computer science, but also 

includes students in mathematics. 

For Groups 3 and 4, on the other hand, we have had, by necessity, to include a broader range of subjects in 

both cases. Group 3 is comprised of students in the applied sciences: chemistry, physics, food science and 

agriculture. Group 4 includes students from business management, accounting, the social sciences and TESOL. 

For most of the two day event these groups will run in 4 parallel sessions.

Clark Brundin was the founding Director of the new Oxford University School of Management 
Studies (now the Said Business School) as well as President of Templeton College, Oxford from 1992 
to 1996. He became a member of the Governing Council of the University of Oxford in 1993. 

He was Vice Chancellor of the University of Warwick for seven years previously. 

From 1980 he served on the General Board of the Faculties, the body responsible for the academic 
administration of the University of Oxford, and was appointed its Chairman in 1984 (Economics and 
Management). 

He joined the Department of Engineering Science at the University of Oxford in 1963. He lectured in 
Mechanical Engineering and led an internationally recognized research group in rarefied gas 
dynamics.  

He is now a Visiting Scholar at the Center for Studies in Higher Education, University of California, 
Berkeley, and serves on the Advisory Board of the Oxford Centre for Higher Education Policy Studies.

makes use of laser spectroscopy as well as measurements of non-linear optical parameters. There is 
considerable interaction with other ICL groups interested in the solid state. This is at the physical end 
of the spectrum of ICL activities, but there is also some straightforward synthesis, some 
spectroscopy at liquid helium temperatures and some interpretation. ICL grow crystals from solution 
and from melts, make glasses and polymer films, all containing species with important optical 
properties. Their recent industrial collaborators include British Telecom and British Nuclear Fuels 
Ltd. 

Their apparatus is centred round three Neodymium-YAG lasers, one generating 40 ps pulses, 
another with higher power 10 ns pulses that drives a dye laser with a tuneable output covering most 
of the visible, UV and near-IR regions of the spectrum, and a third used for the measurement of non-
linear optical properties. They have a number of optical cryostats including one with a base 
temperature of 0.3°K, and another containing a superconducting magnet with a field of 5 Tesla.

Applications include prediction of coastal processes 

(sediment deposition, erosion) and stability of seabed rigs, pipelines and breakwaters to wave-

frequency loadings including those causing liquefaction.  She is also interested in the remediation of 

contaminated soils, combining bio- and electrokinetic techniques and in the measurement of soil 

parameters and conditions using in-situ instrumentation.  Her research has been aimed at 

developing an understanding of fundamental processes, which can then be applied to a wide range 

of engineering situations.
